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During the year, the HKSI collaborated with various stakeholders and community
partners to promote elite sports development in Hong Kong.

The HKSI was the supporting organisation for “Together We Care 2015”, organised
by the Hong Kong Elite Athletes Association on 15 November 2015. Many elite
athletes joined 1,400 volunteers in distributing gifts to elderly people in various
districts in Hong Kong.

The HKSI also contributed sports-related content, photos and exhibits to the
Hong Kong Maritime Museum’s “Made in Hong Kong: Our City, Our Stories”
exhibition, which attracted over 100,000 visitors during its six-month exhibition
period ending in September 2015.

A new exhibition of memorabilia was launched at the HKSI starting from
December 2015 showcasing some of Hong Kong’s highest international sporting
achievements, including windsurfer Lee Lai-shan’s sailboard from her 1996
Olympic gold medal winning campaign, the bicycle of world champion Wong
Kam-po, gold medals won by Hong Kong athletes in Major Games and world
championships, and other commemorative items.

Throughout the year, the HKSI continued to work closely with the media, issuing
36 media releases and invitations, arranging 114 interviews, and clipping 5,721
relevant newspaper articles.

To arouse public awareness of the HKSI's sport science and coaching support to
athletes, we also assisted in the filming of the “Sidewalk Scientist” and “Y Angle”,
as well as sports science segments of news programmes of Television Broadcasts
Limited; and the production of feature columns in Ming Pao Weekly and the
“Behind the Scene Heroes” series in Ming Pao Daily News.

A total of 11 athletes were lined up as guests for sharing sessions, seminars and
promotional activities for 15 organisations.
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The new exhibition showcases Hong Kong's international sports
achievements. Highlights include a Lee Lai-shan sailboard and a Wong
Kam-po bicycle.

The HKSI collaborates closely with the media to promote elite athletes and its work.
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
