In2015/16, 45 junior athletes and one team received the Sports for Hope Foundation
Qutstanding Junior Athlete Awards (OJAA) for outstanding performance, while
24 athletes received the Certificate of Merit.

To wrap up the 2015 sporting performances, an annual celebration was held on 3
March 2016, at which the annual awards were presented. Snooker player Cheung
Ka-wai, who stunned the sports world by taking the title at the IBSF World Under
18 Snooker Championships 2015, was selected as the Most Outstanding Junior
Athlete. The Most Promising Junior Athlete award went to squash player Choi
Uen-shan for being awarded the OJAA title three or more times in the year. The
Hong Kong Table Tennis Association was named the Most Supportive National
Sports Association for their submission of the highest number of successful
nominations in the year.
