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The public were invited to try their hand at various sports during the HKSI
Open Day.

The HKSI undertook over 450 community engagement programmes
in 2016/17. In order to boost the visibility of elite sport and connect
athletes with the community, access was provided to almost 45,000
participants at the HKSI and to almost 60,000 at outreach events.

The HKSI hosted its second Open Day on 18 and 19 February 2017
to engage youngsters and the public in the development of high
performance sports in Hong Kong. It provided an opportunity to interact
with local sports stars, and helped to reinforce society’s attachment to
the development of high performance sports in the territory. Visitors
learned about the life of elite athletes behind the scenes and the works
of the HKSI in the two-day event, which featured guided tours around
the facilities, sports and health talks, sports demonstrations, fun try-
outs and meetings with elite athletes. There were 370 participants from
schools on the first day, and over 2,000 members of the public enrolled
for the Open Day on the second day.

In 2016/17, a total of HK$19.75 million in community engagement income
was generated, representing 3.8% of the HKSI's total expenditure and
a 4.7% increase over last year’s figure. Revenue generated from HKSI
courses remained the major source of community engagement income.
Other sources of income included catering services, facility rentals, car
park fees, corporate events and sports residence.
